Skunk River  Blues &  Jazz Festival-Story City, Iowa 
 
On September 2, 2006 six area and regional blues & jazz bands will perform at the 
Skunk River  Blues &  Jazz Festival in Story City, Iowa.  The festival will begin at noon 
and end at 10:00 pm.  The outstanding lineup of bands includes Fat Tuesday & The 
Grease Fire Horns, Fuzion Mix featuring Del “Saxman” Jones, and the Janey Hooper 
Band. 
 
The day’s headliner band, Trampled Under Foot (TUF), featuring Danielle Schnebelen, 
from Overland Park, Kansas was reviewed in 2005 by Timothy Fancher.  Mr. Fancher 
summed it up by saying that, “ I could probably write five more pages of praise for this 
band, but still would be unable to convey the feeling of seeing them live.  I will simply 
say whether you are a blues fan or not, if you love music, if you want to experience a 
night you will speak of for years to come, you must see TUF play live, and see, feel, and 
hear for yourself all that I have spoken of .”  
 
Originally from Kansas City, TUF has been touring the Mid-West and the East Coast for 
the last several years, playing such notable clubs as ©The Stone Pony© in New Jersey; ©The 
Bitter End© in New York; and ©The Grape Street Pub© in Philadelphia, as well as many 
notable national blues summer concert events.

The Skunk River  Blues &  Jazz Festival will take place outdoors at the Story City South 
Park.  The park is located on Broad Street, approximately 1 mile west of the Story City 
I35 exit.  The festival will include artisans and crafters, food and beverage vendors and  
six outstanding blues & jazz bands.  No coolers will be allowed.  Hotel and camping 
facilities are plentiful in the area and can be researched by visiting the Story City 
Chamber website at www.storycity.net or the Ames Chamber website at 
www.chamber.ames.ia.us/.
